Discussion Questions

2. Can	you	think	of	a	recent	experience	(past	or	present)	when	you	have	felt	so	hopeless	
that	you	believed	no	good	could	come	from	it?	Please	share.		

3. It	is	not	fair	that	we	owe	a	debt	that	we	cannot	pay.	But	it	also	is	not	fair	that	He	paid	a	
debt	that	He	did	not	owe.	When	you	look	at	it	from	that	perspective,	does	it	change	your	
attitude	to	gratitude?	Why	or	why	not?	

4. It	was	not	the	amount	that	Jesus	suffered	that	saves	us.	It’s	the	depth	with	which	He	
loves	us	that	saves	us.	When	you	look	at	the	CruciBix,	do	you	Bind	yourself	spending	
more	time	focusing	on	the	way	that	He	died	or	the	love	that	He	offered?	Please	discuss.	

5. The	payment	of	the	debt	is	not	the	end	of	the	story.	The	payment	of	the	debt	is	just	the	
beginning	of	the	story.	What	is	the	next	step	for	you?		When	it	comes	to	the	truth	of	
living	“debt-free”,	what	do	you	Bind	yourself	focusing	on/dreaming	about?
